Titanium Synthetic Underlayments shall be applied to a smooth, clean and dry surface with deck free of
irregularities. All nails in the deck shall be carefully checked for protruding heads. Re-fasten any loose decking
panels. Sweep the deck thoroughly to remove any dust and debris prior to application.

Titanium® UDL-25 PLUS / Titanium® PSU-30, Titanium® UDL-30 / Titanium® PSU-30, UDL-MD (2Ply
system) / Titanium® PSU-30 two-ply underlayment system, may be used in asphalt shingle, mechanically
fastened roof tile, foam-on roof tile, metal roofing, wood shakes & shingles or slate roof assemblies.

The standard maximum roof pitch for the Titanium® UDL-25 PLUS / Titanium® PSU-30, Titanium® UDL-30

shall be staged 2 base tiles perpendicular to slope behind a mechanically attached batten or toe board with
maximum 7 tiles high on the slope atop base tiles (Total of stack not to exceed 9 tiles). At roof slopes greater
than the above limitations, the use of loading battens or toe boards are required to load the roof tile.

Titanium Synthetic Underlayments shall not be applied over an existing roof membrane as a recover system.
Titanium® UDL-30 / Titanium® PSU-30, Titanium® UDL-25 PLUS / Titanium® PSU-30, UDL-MD (2Ply
system) / Titanium® PSU-30 two-ply underlayment system shall not be left exposed as a temporary roof for
longer than 90 days of application.

Titanium Synthetic Underlayments are components used in roof system assemblies. Roof system assemblies are
approved under a specific Notice of Acceptance.
